For health-related reasons, Ann Rodriguez, who has been
the President and CEO of the Fairfax County Council on the
Arts since 2004, has indicated that she will be resigning no
later than December 31, 2009.

Effective immediately, Scott Fridy is the Acting
CEO with overall leadership/management
responsibility for the daily operations of the Arts
Council.

Within the next few weeks, the Board will hire an
Interim CEO who will assume executive
responsibilities upon appointment.

Concurrently, a CEO Search Committee has been
appointed, with the aim of having a permanent
CEO in place by March 2010.

Ann Rodriguez will continue as a special assistant
on the Arts Council staff through December 31,
with special focus on severa high visbility and
important issues in which she has played a leading
role (eg., liaison with the Fairfax County elected
officials and staff on arts policy for the County®
Comprehensive Plan, liaison with Americans for
the Arts, Cultural Alliance of Greater Washington,
etc.).
